Insurance Requirements 

Students are required to purchase medical insurance with a minimum insurance amount of EUR 30,000 valid 
for the period of the planned stay on the territory of Poland, that covers any expenses which might arise in 
connection with repatriation for medical reasons, urgent medical attention and/or emergency hospital 
treatment or repatriation of remains, in which the insurer undertakes to cover the costs of the insured 
health benefits directly to the entity providing such benefits, based on the invoice issued by this entity. 

Buddy Program 
Buddy Program is run by CUT students who volunteer to support and to help international students to 
adjust to a new environment after arriving to Poland. Its main goal is to improve the welcome phase and the 
integration of international students at CUT.
